Introduction
Indonesia is the largest economy in Southeast Asia, the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is expected to reach US $ 707 billion this year. It is much less affected by the global financial crisis in comparison with neighboring countries. Indonesia had an economic growth of 6.3% in the first quarter of 2012, making it the fastest growing G20 economy after China. Indonesia’s GDP grew by 6.5% in 2011 and is expected to grow by 6.3% this year. The result of this is that the nominal GDP per capita will quadruple by 2020. Indonesia is an emerging global superpower in Asia.

What to Expect
In Indonesia there is interest in the trade mission: INA Jakarta (= the Bilateral Chamber of Commerce Indonesia - Netherlands), KADIN (= the Indonesian Chamber of Commerce in Jakarta), some private companies and the provinces Cirebon, East Java, Lombok and Central Kalimantan have already indicated that they are willing to receive and support the trade mission and inform about their business opportunities. If possible they like to do business and prepare and sign agreements while the mission is In their midst.
An important part of the trade mission is the so-called matchmaking. Based on the company profile and the specific needs of the participant, individual meetings and visits with potential business partners will be organized. In addition, networking events and group visits to relevant organizations will be organized. 

Prior to the trade mission, a meeting will be organized to prepare the participants for the trip.
